The impartation of the Holy Spirit to
the Church was both a corporate and an
individual experience for the disciples. It
happened as they were gathered together
in prayer, yet the Spirit was given to them
individually, both to empower their per-
sonal spiritual development and to enable
their engagement in the ministry to which
God had called each of them.

It is clear from the epistles that the
Holy Spirit was given not only to the first

set their minds on the things of the
Spirit...you are not in the flesh; you are in
the Spirit, since the Spirit of God dwells in
you....So then...we are debtors, not to the
flesh, to live according to the flesh--for if
you live according to the flesh, you will
die; but if by the Spirit you put to death
the deeds of the body, you will live.

In Ro-
mans 8, the focus is on our empowerment
for a life of personal holiness, without
which we cannot be effective and credible
witnesses:

by sending his own Son in the likeness
of sinful flesh, and to deal with sin, he
condemned sin in the flesh, so that the just
requirement of the law might be fulfilled
in us, who walk not according to the flesh
but according to the Spirit. (Romans 8 3-
4)

The word “flesh” here refers to our
fallen human nature taken as a whole. It
includes the selfish ambitions that can pre-
vent us from fulfilling God’s purpose for
our life, as well as the besetting sins and
addictions that can cripple our witness for
Jesus Christ. We have been given the

the same Spirit, who allots to each one
individually just as the Spirit chooseél
Corinthians 12:4, 7, 11)

Although we must take the initiative to
activate the Spirit’s gifts through our
prayers and obedience, he is always there
to help us pray (Rom. 8:26-27):

saints according to the will of God.

As we enter the season of Pentecost,
may we each invite the Holy Spirit to
strengthen our spiritual lives and guide us
in the use of our gifts in the ministry and
mission of our church.
